 Exploring the Significance of Riemann Integration 
 

As part of the newly recognized trends in ICT, Dr. CH. Badari Narayana, from the 

Department of Mathematics at CSTS Govt. Kalasala, Jangareddigudem, presented the topic of 

Riemann integration using PowerPoint at the Virtual 

Classroom (Computer Lab) on 19-07-2023 to the students 

of II B.Sc (MPC/MPCS) of Sem IV class. 

Riemann integration is a fundamental concept in 

calculus that deals with finding the definite integral of a 

function over a given interval. It is named after the German 

mathematician Bernhard Riemann, who made significant 

contributions to the development of the theory of 

integration. 

The main idea behind Riemann integration is to 

approximate the area under a curve by dividing the interval 

into smaller subintervals and constructing simple geometric 

shapes, such as rectangles, trapezoids, or parabolic 

segments, to estimate the area within each subinterval. As 

the number of subintervals increases, the approximation 

becomes more accurate, and the limit of this process is 

called the Riemann integral. 

For a function f(x) over the interval [a, b], the Riemann integral is denoted by ∫[a, b] f(x) dx. 

It represents the exact area under the curve of the function between the limits a and b. As the number 

of subintervals approaches infinity (i.e., the partition becomes finer), the Riemann sum approaches a 

definite value, which is the Riemann integral. 

During the presentation, Dr. CH. Badari Narayana provided insights into the various 

techniques used in Riemann integration and its significance in mathematical analysis. He 

demonstrated how Riemann integration helps calculate areas, accumulated quantities, and average 

values in real-world problems, making it a powerful tool in various fields such as physics, 

engineering, economics, and statistics.
